Directions:   From I-43 (North or Southbound) :

- Exit Moorland Rd. and head North on Moorland Rd.for approximately 2.7 miles.

- Turn left (West) onto Cleveland Ave.

- Take Cleveland Ave. 1.8 miles to destination

From I-94 (East or Westbound) :

- Exit Moorland Rd. and head south on Moorland Rd. for approximately 1.8 miles

- Turn Right (West) onto Cleveland Ave.

· Take Cleveland Ave. 1.8 miles to destination

Important Facts:

1. Teams MUST turn in their Webpoint Roster for their team or they will not be eligible to play.  Coaches must sign off on this roster before play begins.

2. There will not be a coaches meeting but rosters do need to be signed.

3. No carry-ins allowed into facility.  A FULL Concessions will be provided.

4. Region officials will be provided for all matches following pool play.

5. Pool play will be officiated by all participating teams.  You will need to provide an up official, down official, scorekeeper, libero tracker and 2 line judges.  

6. Admission will be $3.00 per person at the door.

USA Volleyball rules will be utilized.  A tournament director’s table will be on-site.  Officiating teams must bring completed score sheets to the table after each match.

Warm-Ups:

Team warm ups will consist of 2-4-4 prior to their first match of play.  All subsequent matches will consist of 3-3.  Please start warm ups immediately after completion of previous match in order to remain on schedule throughout the day.

Format:

All matches will be best of 3 with the first two games to 25 points and the third (if necessary) to 15 points.  There will be no cap on any games.  GOLD and SILVER brackets will be determined based upon your teams results in pool play. 

Tiebreaker- Badger Region guidelines will be followed.  Playoff games in a tiebreak situation going to GOLD will consist of one game to 15 points, no warm up time.
